We also have a duty to provide the best evidence-based care for your child, and to protect
all of our patients from exposure to preventable diseases. We strongly believe in the importance of
vaccines.

Families that choose not to vaccinate their children or do not adhere to a mutually acceptable
vaccine schedule may be asked to leave our practice.
